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Using rules established by federal law, OSU creates cost estimates to be used for student aid
purposes and is not necessarily the amount you will pay out of pocket. Some expenses (such as
tuition and fees) are fixed; others are influenced by personal lifestyle choice, so be sure you know
your anticipated expenses and plan accordingly. Estimate your expenses for nine months (August
to May). We've listed OSU’s estimated costs to help you see how your expenses may differ. All
cost figures are averages.
